The top level of government in Canada is the federal government. It is officially called the Government of Canada. Canada's
government is a parliamentary democracy. It is called parliamentary because the men and women who make our Canadian
laws are called the Parliament (just as it is in Britain and Australia and many other countries). In the U.S. by contrast,
they are called the Congress. It is called a democracy because the people who make our laws are elected by Canadians.
